Board/Training 
 
Pasture Board: $250.00 

- Includes grain twice daily, blanketing as necessary, fly spray (provided by owner), and hay as 
needed. Whitehaven worms and gives regular vaccinations (additional charge). 

 
Pasture Board for Mare & Foal: $330.00 

- Same as pasture board, but for nursing mares and their foals. 
 
Regular Board: $350.00 

- Includes all the benefits of Pasture Board, as well as stalls cleaned daily and regular turnout*. 
 
Stall Board for Mare & Foal: $400.00 

- Includes all the benefits of stall board, but for nursing mares and their foals. 
 

Stallion Board: $450.00 (stall board only) 
- Same as Regular Board with private turnout and special care for stallions. 

 
Premium Stall Board: $550.00 

- Includes all the benefits of Stall board, as well as “manners training” and handling for young 
horses, stallions, etc. or light riding for stallions standing at Whitehaven. Horse are groomed 
regularly and taught basic ground manners such as leading, respecting handler’s space, standing 
tied, etc. Trailer loading will incur an additional cost. 

 
Training Board: $650.00 

- Includes all the benefits of Premium Stall Board, as well as grooming & training in halter, 
performance, or endurance. 

 
Breeding Board: 
- Pasture $13.00/day 
- Stall $15.00/day 
- Pasture w/foal $17.00/day 
- Stall w/foal $20.00/day 
- Above include all the benefits of Regular or Pasture board, but included daily teasing of mare and 
handling of foal. Additional breeding fees may apply (see below).

Personnel in National Show 
Coaching Fee: $25.00/class or $50.00/day (payable directly to Coach)

Trainer’s Expense: Food, motel, and other incidental expenses to be Pro-rated among 
number of horses exhibiting 
Decorating Expense: All out-of-pocket expenses pro-rated, based on the Number of horses at

NATIONAL SHOWS: $2500 all inclusive; entries, stalls, shavings extra 
REGIONALS OR EAST COAST CHAMPIONSHIPS: $1750 all inclusive; entries, 
stalls, shavings extra 
 
Important Show Billing Information 
- One half (1/2) of the estimated show fees may be billed ahead, with entry fees 
- For Regional/National Shows & Egyptian Event: $250 NON-REFUNDABLE deposit required to 
reserve spot on trailer 
 
− Seller’s Agent Fee: $200 initial fee (paid regardless of whether horse sells or not), plus 15% of sale 
price, payable at time of sale 
 
- Any additional training fees for special events, photo sessions, or promotion are to be paid by owners 
 
Horse Show Requirements 
Class A Shows: Minimum 1 month full training prior to show required 
Regional Champs.: Minimum 3 months full training prior to show required 
Egyptian Event: Minimum 3 months full training prior to show required 
National Champs.: Minimum 6 months full training prior to show required 
Coaching: Minimum 1 month of lessons OR participated in clinic with our trainer within the 
past 6 months 
 
Shipping Costs 
$0.60/mile for each loaded mile 
 
NOTE: All boarding, training, shipping and showing fees will be added to client’s monthly bill. Coaching 
fees are payable directly to your coach and must be settled before the end of the show.
